Haringey’s Labour council is planning to give away land, on 
which a huge number of homes, community facilities, and 
shops stand, to a private developer. The Haringey Development 
Vehicle, supposedly a joint venture between the council and 
the developer, would in reality be a facade for the interests of 
the private developer. This policy would lead to a huge loss of 
genuinely affordable housing in Haringey, and yet more ordinary 
families being forced out of the borough and away from their 
family, friends, and jobs.
